Goal

Ensure there are appropriate treatment and recovery services and supports
that are available to individuals with OUD and their families in target
communities in Sussex and Kent Counties.

Objective

Expand access to MAT in Sussex and Kent Counties by the end of August
2023, including recruiting, training, and mentoring interdisciplinary teams of
SUD/OUD clinical and social service providers to provide MAT, as well as
increasing the use of telehealth services in target communities to further
expand MAT capacity.

Strategy

Expand MAT services by increasing the number of MAT providers and
support services in target communities by the end of August 2023.
